« nothave had ISS or OSS for the current and/or previous school year or semester (again,
depends on which semester you are applying)

e be atleast 16 years old

« have parental permission to participate

« be a CTAE Pathway Completer or Concentrator (you have completed at least 2 aligned
courses in ONE specific pathway)

« have RELIABLE transportation daily - to and from school AND to your job site; remaining on
campus after your dismissal time nor riding the school bus after school are allowed
